Time and again, we see celebrities espouse Christian    
beliefs only to drop them later.  Very few people in the 
spotlight claim a Christian identity and even fewer live it.  
So what are we to make of Kanye West’s recent procla-
mation that Jesus is King?

On his public         
album?  When Kanye said he was a born again Christian,  
I didn’t believe him.  When he said he would produce a 
gospel album, I thought it was for publicity.

Is Kanye West a genuine believer in Jesus Christ?  I guess 
to answer that question, I’d have to ask another question:  
can Jesus Christ save Kanye West?  Yes and amen!  When 
someone confesses Christ publicly, our response should 
be rejoicing.  Whether you’re convinced of Kanye West’s 
conversion or not, you should at least honor his request 
at the end of the song Hands On when a chorus pleads, 
“Somebody pray for me.”
