A note from the Pastor

At First Baptist, we take church membership very seriously.
The Bible gives the local church the responsibility to disci-
ple, equip, and care for its members. Church membership
also gives mutual accountability to the church and the
individuals who make up the church. Several places in the
New Testament seems to indicate a clear understanding
of who was part of a local church and who wasn’t
(Matthew 18; Acts 2 and 20; 1 Corinthians 12; etc). This is
what we now call church membership.

There are two requirements to becoming a member of
First Baptist Church. The first requirement is that you are
a believer in Jesus Christ. To be a member of the church is
to be a member of the body of Christ. The second
requirement is that you have been Biblically baptized.
Biblical baptism is done by immersion under the water
and shows evidence of your decision to follow Christ.
Believing your baptism had a saving work in your life is
not a Biblical baptism.

Likewise, there is a two step process to becoming a mem-
ber of First Baptist. These steps can be completed in
either order. First is to talk to the pastor and a deacon to
express your desire to join the church. During this conver-
sation, we will ask to hear your testimony about belief in
Christ and your subsequent baptism. If you are not a
believer in Jesus Christ or have not been biblically bap-
tized, we can share with your how to know Christ person-
ally and set up a time for your baptism.

The second step is to take our class “Discover FBC.” This
class explains our beliefs, mission, function, and expecta-
tions. You can take this class online at any time by going
to fbcrobinson.com/discoverFBC. We also offer this class
in person at least once a year. If you are able, we strongly
recommend taking the class in person to ask questions
and get to know others from our church.

We will be hosting a Discover FBC class on Sunday, March
27 at 2:00p in the fellowship hall. You can sign up at
fbcrobinson.com/discoverFBC or on the bulletin board.
